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Determination of Quorum and Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Richard Ellwanger, Chair and it was ascertained that a quorum was present.
Mr. Ellwanger introduced James Waldo, newest member of the Capitol Preservation Commission.
Discussion and possible action on Minutes of the December 18, 2008 Meeting

Paul Meyer moved approval of the Minutes of the December 18, 2008 Meeting.  Gean Atkinson seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on Minutes of the February 19, 2009 Meeting

Larry Warden moved approval of the Minutes of the February 19, 2009 Meeting.  Mr. Atkinson seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Discussion and possible action on photographic display of members of Congress

Mr. Meyer told those present that the Arts Standards Committee met with Charles Ford who presented a display of all the Oklahoma members of the Congressional delegation.  Mr. Meyer said the Arts Standards Committee voted to approve the request in concept only.
Mr. Atkinson, yes; Mr. Ellwanger, no; Mr. Kellogg, yes; Mr. Mass, no; Mr. Meyer, yes; Mr. Waldo, no; Mr. Warden, no; Mr. Warmington, no; Mr. Ziriax, no.
Motion failed.
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Discussion and possible action on paintings: “Trial of Standing Bear” and Buffalo Soldiers”

Mr. Meyer told those present that Mr. Ford brought the two proposals to the Arts Standards Committee.  Mr. Meyer stated that CPC has a rule that only one painting will be reviewed per meeting and not more than six per year.  Mr. Meyer said a motion was presented on the Buffalo Soldiers painting and that motion died for a lack of a second.  Mr. Meyer said the reason the motion died is because there has been a lot of discussion about using the same artist too often. The Buffalo Soldiers painting is by Wayne Cooper, and the Trial of Standing Bear is by Mike Wimmer.
Mr. Ford addressed the Commission and said he wishes to withdraw the request, since his request failed with the Arts Standards Committee.

After discussion, Mr. Ziriax moved approval of the request for Buffalo Soldiers. The motion was seconded by Mr. Warmington.
Mr. Atkinson said the reason the request did not receive a recommendation in the past by the Committee is because there is a concentration of certain artists in the Capitol.  Mr. Atkinson said many people find objection that there is not a wide variety of Oklahoma artists in the Capitol.

After discussion, Mr. Ziriax withdrew his motion.

Discussion and possible action of the loan agreement between CPC and Tulsa Library System of the four original portraits: Benjamin Harris Hill, Roscoe Dunjee, Edward McCabe and Albert Comstock Hamlin

Mr. Meyer told those present the loan agreement between CPC and the Tulsa Library System is to be renewed annually. The Arts Standards Committee voted to renew their contract for another year.  Motion carried as follows:  Mr. Atkinson, yes;  Mr. Ellwanger, yes; Mr. Kellogg, yes; Mr. Mass, yes; Mr. Meyer, yes; Mr. Waldo, yes; Mr. Warden, yes; Mr. Warmington, yes; and Mr. Ziriax, yes.
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Discussion and possible action on Senate Bill 482
Jeanie Edney, DCS, gave an update on Senate Bill 482.  Ms. Edney told those present the bill has passed the Senate and the House Appropriations Budget committee.
This was a report only.  No action was taken.
Discussion and possible action on the rotating exhibitions for the Capitol Galleries

Mr. Meyer said the Arts Standards Committee reviewed and approved the exhibitions for the Capitol Galleries.  Motion carried as follows:  Mr. Atkinson, yes;  Mr. Ellwanger, yes; Mr. Kellogg, yes; Mr. Mass, yes; Mr. Meyer, yes; Mr. Waldo, yes; Mr. Warden, yes; Mr. Warmington, yes; and Mr. Ziriax, yes.

Discussion and possible action on defining role of Capitol Architect

Mr. Mass discussed a vision plan for the duties of the Capitol Architect.  Mr. Mass said this is a preliminary vision only, its intention is to begin a discussion.
Mr. Ellwanger referred this agenda back to the Architectural and Grounds Committee for further discussion.
No action was taken.

Discussion and possible action on Collections Manager position
Ms. Suzanne Tate, State Arts Council, made a proposal to the Commission that there be a permanent Art Registrar/Collections Manager for the art in the State Capitol. Ms. Tate stated that the Art Registrar/Collections Manager will work under the general supervision of the Executive Director of the Oklahoma Arts Council.  The Oklahoma Arts Council will report to the Capitol Preservation Commission’s Curator/Architect on all matters relating to collections management.
