Agenda Item 1: Call to Order
The Meeting was called to order at 8:35a.m. by Ruth Neville, Program Coordinator.
Committee members present were Chairman Jeff Twiehaus and member Craiton Cooper. A quorum was not present. No items were presented for a vote. Meeting minutes are for information only. 

Agenda Item 2: Statement of Compliance with the Open Meeting Act
The Statement of Compliance with the Open Meeting Act was read by Ruth Neville.

Agenda Item 3: Establishment of Ground rules for Workgroup Discussions.
Robert Lassiter, Compliance Officer, established the guidelines to ensure full, fair and productive participation by meeting attendees. 

Agenda Item 4: Review of Purpose and Goals
Mr. Lassiter stated the purpose and goals of the work group. Mr. Lassiter said the workgroup is to review and discuss the standards that are necessary for Alternative Fuels Compression Technician Level One Operator and Compression Technician Level Two Mechanic. Mr. Lassiter said input offered by industry representatives in previous meetings was appreciated and has been considered. Mr. Lassiter said everyone in attendance is encouraged to participate in the discussion.

Agenda Item 5: Review and Discuss Draft of Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) Compressor Operator Level I Standards and Skills
Jennifer Cartwright, Assessment Manager/HCP Coordinator of Oklahoma Department of CareerTech led the workgroup in discussion/review of the frequency and criticality of the knowledge and skills areas for a Level I technician as determined in a previous meeting. The group determined that it is important for a Level One technician to have a basic understanding of industry codes and standards. The workgroup agreed that the Level One technician must understand the difference between Level One and Level Two responsibilities. 

Agenda Item 6: Review and Discuss Draft of CNG Compressor Operator Level II Standards and Skills 
Mrs. Cartwright led the workgroup in discussion/review of the frequency and criticality of the knowledge and skills areas for a Level II technician as determined in a previous meeting. The workgroup determined that because a Level I license is not a requirement to obtain a Level II license, Level I standards will be included in Level II standards with additional requirements. The workgroup agreed that a technician must be able to determine the point where a plumber or electrician should be called in. The workgroup also stated an electric sub-contractor must be contacted to complete electrical work. The workgroup identified knowledge and work skills specific to Level I and Level II compression technician. 

Agenda Item 7: Discussion of Next Steps
Mr. Lassiter said the goal of Oklahoma Department of Labor is to have the revised exams in place by September 1, 2015. Mrs. Cartwright said she will use the information gathered in this meeting to begin the process of developing text questions.
