Agenda Item 1: Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 8:35 a.m. by Ruth Neville, Alternative Fuels Program Coordinator. Committee members present were Jeff Twiehaus, Chairman and Craiton Cooper.

Agenda Item 2: Statement of Compliance with Oklahoma’s Open Meeting Act

Ruth Neville established guidelines to ensure full, fair and productive participation by meeting attendees.

Agenda Item 4: Review of Purpose and Goals
Jennifer Cartwright, Assessment Manager/HCP Coordinator of Oklahoma Department of CareerTech, stated the purpose and goals of the workgroup were to update the standards and revise the exams. Mrs. Cartwright said unless we have enough qualifying questions for the test bank, the goal of having the revised exam in place September 1, 2015 may not be reached. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Agenda Item 5: Review and Discuss Draft of Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) Compressor Operator Level One Exam Questions and Answers
Mrs. Cartwright led review and discussion over draft exam for Alternative Fuels Compressor Operator Level I.  Mrs. Cartwright said we are still lacking in questions/answers for Compressor Operator Level One exam as well as Compressor Technician Level Two exam. 

The work group reviewed 222 questions and answers of the draft for the exam. Craiton Cooper had submitted several questions and answers with illustrations. Many questions and answers had been submitted by industry, however Mrs. Cartwright did need to pull some questions and answers from other industry exams, particularly safety questions that apply to all industries. 

The committee determined some questions were repetitive of previous questions. Some questions were more appropriate for the Level Two exam so they have been moved to that test bank. Some questions were discarded as not relevant to the work being done by a Compressor Operator Level One. More participation by industry is needed to have a good test bank. 

Agenda Item 6: Discussion of Next Steps
The next step will be to seek additional input from industry. Mrs. Neville will send out another email requesting exam questions and answers, specifically areas that are lacking for Compressor Operator Level One and Compressor Technician Level Two.
