The group reviewed each question and the answers provided before determining if the question could be retained for the test bank. Several questions and answers were discarded because they were considered redundant or had more than one correct answer. Some questions and answers were re-worded for clarification. The type of work permitted by a Level I technician and type of work a Level II technician was discussed. Mrs. Neville and Mrs. Cartwright said they will continue to solicit questions and answers from industry. The workgroup determined another special meeting should be scheduled in October. Mrs. Neville said she will arrange the meeting and contact everyone.
