MINUTES

Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Chair, called the meeting to order and stated that we were in compliance with the amended Open Meeting Act and Authority.  

Ms. Millspaugh asked Ms. Pam Duren to call roll to establish a quorum.

Present were Dr. Susan Barnes, Mr. Collin Coburn, Ms. Lisa Pever, Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Ms. Tracy Copp, Ms. Nancy Poteete, Ms. Donna Bowers, Mr. Alan Phillips, Dr. Keith Swanson, Mr. Tony Fullbright. Ms. Susan Smith, Dr. Thomas Essex and Ms. Jonna Warrick.  There was a quorum. 

Ms. Millspaugh informed everyone that due to the unusual circumstances, there would not be an introduction of the public.

Mr. Mitch McGrew, the Board’s Public Counsel from the Attorney General’s office, took a few minutes to give some opening remarks and reminders.  He thanked the public and Board members for being present amidst our current pandemic.  He informed everyone that the meeting would be held identical to the regular meetings and will be recorded and put in transcript form as usual.  He also reminded everyone that there would not be public comment today and asked attendees to please “mute” their microphones during the meeting unless a Board Member addresses them directly with a question.  He reminded Board members since we are relying on audio only, to please speak one at a time and to identify yourself when you speak.  He informed the public and Board members to not utilize the Chat button during the meeting as everything needs to be done verbally as a matter of public record.  Also, any documents being shared publicly within this meeting will also be shared publicly after the Board meeting.
Ms. Jacki Millspaugh, Chair, led in administering the Oath of Office to Mr. Alan Phillips, Ms. Jonna Warrick and Mr. Collin Coburn, our newest Board members.  All the Board members participated in this Oath.

Ms. Millspaugh asked the Board members to review the minutes of the 4-15-2020 Board meeting.

Mr. Curtis Aduddell is no longer serving as a Board Member and Ms. Nancy Poteete muted her microphone and turned off her camera and would recuse from the vote. 

Motion was made by Dr. Keith Swanson, seconded by Ms. Lisa Pever, to approve the report of the Probable Cause Committee that there was no probable cause regarding the aforementioned cases. Ms. Nancy Poteete and Mr. Tony Fullbright, Representative of the Department of Human Services, as part of the case included this department, both muted their microphone and turned off their camera and would recuse from the vote.

Ms. Poteete informed the Board that she and Mr. Gaylord Z Thomas, Executive Director, had attended the virtual Finance meeting along with our newest Board members, Mr. Collin Coburn, Dr. Thomas Essex, Mr. Alan Phillips and Ms. Jonna Warrick.  This was part of familiarizing them with the OMES/budget process regarding their orientation.  Ms. Poteete informed the Board that all Finance meetings would continue to be virtual.  Ms. Poteete informed the Board that we have ample funds for our expenditures which is always a good thing and that there is available funds for another Board member to attend the NAB meetings.  There was continued discussion regarding purchasing IPads for each Board member.  This would be purchased from our surplus for everyone’s use instead of paper packets. Discussion followed.

Mr. Tony Fullbright, Chair of the Personnel Committee, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the report of the Personnel Committee.  Mr. Fullbright informed the Board members that the survey tool regarding the evaluation of the Executive Director had been sent out and asked that it be completed and sent back as soon as possible.    Discussion followed.

Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the October 28, 2020 Board meeting date change.  Mr. Thomas informed the Board that he would be at a NAB meeting during this time.

Motion was made by Ms. Donna Bowers, seconded by Ms. Susan Smith, to change our October 28, 2020 Board meeting date to October 21, 2020.  Motion carried with voting as follows:

Mr. Gaylord Z. Thomas, Executive Director, led the review, discussion and possible action regarding the Executive Director’s Report. 

A.  AU UPDATE: We’ve brought the recent class to a close and they will be taking the State Standards Exam tomorrow (May 21st) in small groups (multiple testing times for proper social distancing, time to clean in between, etc.).  We’ve tentatively set up the next class to start the first week in August and expect to get back on track.  Whether that will be in person or by virtual means remains to be determined.  We have asked our instructors about “recording” their presentations and while there are some issues with keeping those presentations “current,” most of them are agreeable to recording them which may open up additional possibilities for us (always looking for the silver lining).  I’m still exploring how to record them and what we could do with them if we did record them.  
B.  NAB ACCREDITATION: Northeastern State University (Tahlequah) has been working on NAB accreditation of their course for long term care administrators for some time now.  They’re getting closer and we have entered into an MOU with them to bridge a gap for the students who are in their course through the accreditation process.  It’s pretty exciting to have a program in Oklahoma earn this accreditation.  
C.  DEMOGRAPHIC STUDY:  Unfortunately, I’m still (very patiently) waiting for OMES to provide me with the data so I can analyze it for this year’s results and draft the report.  There were some new questions so that is apparently the cause of the delay.  I’ve requested the data several times and have continued to follow up on it.  I’m not sure what I can do if OMES doesn’t provide me with the data, but the timeliness of this report for this year has come and gone and we should be looking forward to renewals for 2021 pretty soon actually.  
D.  CEU AUDIT UPDATE:  We are wrapping up the audits, being patient as some people are still struggling to get access to public WiFi or a scanner or copier with so many entities “closed” due to the pandemic. We had an unusual response this year in that two people who came up short in the audits simply “voluntarily surrendered” their licenses taking any decisions out of the Board’s hands. Both were NHAs who were either not working in LTC or in Oklahoma.  It was reported to NPDB and is included in the Registry.  We are still extending every courtesy to one more and waiting patiently for these documents but it looks like we will only one other administrator  (RCAL) short of their requirement which should result in an order per the rules unless that person opts to have a Hearing.  
E.  STRATEGIC PLAN UPDATE:  Nothing new to report but we need to consider getting back into that process and updating our plan.  With a smaller group (we’ve never had the entire Board involved at this level), we may be able to schedule such a meeting now with Jeff Call to have an “in person” meeting.    
F.  RULES ANALYSIS:  Previously, I informed you of an Executive Order (2020-03) that directed us to analyze our rules and draft a report on them.  As well, over time, anytime we are proposing adding a new restriction, we will be required to remove two.  Rules Committee will be involved with this analysis which also establishes a baseline for how many restrictive rules we have, but we are still waiting for more detailed guidance on this (not sure it won’t be moved to the back burner as we’ve lost a lot of time on this at this point, but is still be up to the Governor).  
G.  SOFTWARE CHANGE UPDATE: We had a virtual meeting with these people and spent about 2 hours showing them a lot of what we do and how we use the current system.  It seems they’re shifting gears and perhaps starting to focus on our needs now a little more.  I personally still have my doubts that this will be ready to unveil in time for the renewal process in November, though that’s what OMES’ goal was.  It’s possible if they really focus on it, but so far, I’ve not seen that kind of focus (but maybe they’re really working on it behind the scenes).
