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In the Matter of Richard Ferguson, Genesis Surveying
Company, Case No. 02-23, Summary of Findings of
Fact and Order: Richard Ferguson does not have aPL.S.
certificate of registration to offer or practice land surveying
in the state of Oklahoma. Genesis Surveying Company
does not have a certificate of authorization to offer or
practice land surveying servicesin the state of Oklahoma.
In February, 1995, Genesis was retained to provide
surveying services for aproject in Oklahoma. Genesis and
Ferguson did perform those servicesin Oklahoma. Further,
Genesis and Mr. Ferguson represented to their client that
they would:
- Set permanent monuments and run GPS control

survey

Locate all pertinent existing quarter section and

property corners

Have all surveys signed and sealed by an

Oklahomaregistered PLS

Set permanent concrete monuments along the

railroad right-of-way line
Genesis contracted with an Oklahoma firm to review all of
the field work and the surveys and approve and sign the
surveys. The surveys were never signed and sealed by a
surveyor in Oklahoma. Genesis and Mr. Ferguson used 71
public land survey corners. They did not, however,
undertake to have the corners filed with the Oklahoma
Department of Libraries. They also did not install the
permanent concrete markers as they had represented they
would do. Therefore, Genesis and Richard Ferguson are
found guilty of offering and practicing land surveying in
the state of Oklahoma without a certificate of registration
or certificate of authorization and assessed an
administrative penalty in the amount of $10,000.00 each
for atotal of $20,000.00. The amount of the penalty is
based on the gravity of the violations, considering the
significance of the work done, the lack of competencein
the work, and the potential harm to the public.

In the Matter of Differential Solutions, Inc. and Stephen
J. Haddad, P.E., Case No. 02-39, Through Consent: In
July 2002, Differential Solutions, Inc. was requested to
provide structural engineering plans for a proposed
manufacturing facility. The firm did not have a certificate
of authorization to offer or practice engineering in the state

of Oklahoma. Mr. Haddad did not have a PE.
certificate of registration to offer or practice
engineering in the state of Oklahoma.

Haddad practiced engineering in the state of
Oklahoma for the project through Differential
Solutions, Inc. Therefore, Stephen J. Haddad is
found Guilty and is assessed an administrative
penalty in the amount of $1,000.00. Differential
solutionsis also found Guilty and assessed an
administrative penalty in the amount of
$1,000.00.

In the Matter of David Seelman, P.E. 18140,
Case No. 02-39A, Through Consent: In 2002,
Mr. Steelman was retained to provide electrical
engineering services for a project in the state of
Oklahoma. Parker Electric Company, Inc. does
not have a certificate of authorization to practice
engineering, but prepared the electrical plans for
the project. Mr. Steelman made areview of the
plans and signed and sealed the work of Parker
Electric Company on Parker Electric Company’s
title block. Mr. Steelman is not an empl oyee of
Parker Electric Company. For signing and
sealing engineering work which was not done
under his responsible charge or by people under
his direct supervision and control, David
Steelman is assessed an administrative penalty
in the amount of $1,000.00.

In the Matter of G. Thomas Welch, P.E.
17464, Case No. 03-16, Through Consent:
Because of Mr. Welch’'s disciplinary action in
South Carolinainvolving practicing engineering
outside of his area of competence and gross
negligence in reviewing a fire sprinkler design
package, Mr. Welch is hereby Reprimanded for
being disciplined by another state on grounds
that would also be aviolation in the state of
Oklahoma.

02-48, Through Consent: Allen Locke was
retained to provide structural engineering
services on a project in the state of Oklahoma.
The design for the project prepared by Mr.
Locke and submitted to the client by Locke
Engineering is found to be questionable and
potentially unsafe. The services performed by
Mr. Locke were found to constitute gross
negligence and gross incompetence. Mr. Locke
and Locke Engineering agree to the following:
. The registration to offer or provide
engineering services of any type or nature in the
state of Oklahoma by virtue of Allen Locke's
P.E. 11221 is placed on Probation for a period of
three years.

. The certificate of authorization for
Locke Engineering Co. C.A. 2845, is placed on
Probation for a period of three years.

. During the period of Probation, all
structural design work done by either Allen
Locke or Locke Engineering shall be reviewed
and approved in writing by aregistered
structural engineer selected by Mr. Locke and
approved by the Board. No structural design
work or plans created by Mr. Locke or Locke
Engineering Co. shall be signed and sealed by
Mr. Locke or issued until such written approval
of the reviewing engineer has been received.

. In lieu of an administrative penalty, Mr.
Locke and Locke Engineering Co. shall bear all
expenses of the review by the reviewing
engineer.

. Mr. Locke may petition the Board to lift
the probation after two years providing Mr.
Locke has had at |east three structural
engineering projects approved by the Reviewing
Engineer during that time. In the event Mr.

L ocke does not submit at least three projects
which demonstrate competence to the Board's
satisfaction during the period of probation, the
Board may issue an order to show cause why
the probation should not be extended or further
action required.

In the Matter of Bennie Waters, P.L.S. 831, Case
No. 03-08, Through Consent: For failing to file three
corner record filings with the Oklahoma Department of
Libraries on two separate surveys, and for failing to
achieve the Oklahoma Minimum Standards for the
Practice of Land Surveying on five surveys, Bennie
Watersis found Guilty and is assessed an
administrative penalty in the amount of $1,000.00. Mr.
Waters' professional land surveyor registration 831 is
placed on Probation for a period of five years. During
the terms of Probation, Mr. Waters shall not do any
boundary surveys or stake property lines and shall limit
his practice to mortgage inspections.

In the Matter of Buddy Hokit, P.L.S. 1326, Case No.
03-10, Through Consent: For failing to file a corner
record with the Oklahoma Department of Libraries,
Mr. Hokit is found Guilty of violation of the Corner
Perpetuation and Filing Act and is assessed an
administrative penalty in the amount of $250.00.

In the Matter of Lindy Frank Glenn P.L.S. 1424
and Midwest I nspection Services, C.A. 2329, Case
No. 03-14, Through Consent: For Lindy Glenn’s
failure to file sixteen corners with the Oklahoma
Department of Libraries, for failing to use due
diligence and proper restraint in planning and
preparing surveys which constitutes gross
incompetence, he is found Guilty and he is assessed an
administrative penalty in the amount of $2,000.00.

Don’t Get Caught Unawar e of
Current Laws Regarding Signing and Sealing!

Some time ago, the Board's Bulletin published a series of articles entitled “Signing & Sealing” by Jon

Nelson, PE., Board Member. Since that time the definitions of “Direct Control and Personal Supervision”and
“Responsible Charge” have changed to include more stringent requirements on the engineers and surveyors
who are signing and sealing.

The current definition of “Direct control” and “personal supervision” whether used separately or together
mean active and personal management of the firm’'s personnel and practice including personal presence in the
work place to maintain charge of and concurrent direction over engineering or land surveying decisions and
the instruments of professional services to which the registrant affixes the seal, signature and date. (OAC
245:15-1-3)

Certain situations have come to the Board's attention recently where the engineer or surveyor are violating
state statutes with no apparent intent to do so. Don’t get caught in this very awkward situation. Please review
the following to make sure not to violate the laws regarding signing and sealing:

¢ An engineer or surveyor in responsible charge of afirm isbasically “part-time”’, meaning not present
on adaily basisto have concurrent direction over the work that is being performed. The registrant may feel
that they can rely on the work of the individuals who are doing the work and can review, sign and seal their
work at their convenience. THISIS A VIOLATION OF STATE STATUTES.

¢ A contractor hires a mechanical contractor to provide mechanical engineering services. The mechani-
cal contractor basically designs the project, and hires a professional engineer whose expertise is mechanical
engineering to review, sign and seal the project. Again, the registrant may feel that they can rely on the work
of the contractor who is designing the project and that they may thoroughly review, sign and seal the plans.
Because the engineer does not have “active and personal management of the firm’'s personnel and practice”,
the engineer may not sign and seal the work for the contractor. THISISA VIOLATION OF STATUTES.

¢ An architect hires a professional engineer whose area of competency isin electrical engineering to
provide mechanical/electrical plansfor aproject. The electrical engineer contracts with a reputable mechani-
cal contractor for the design of the mechanical portion of the plans and prepares the electrical plans himself.
Upon completion, the electrical engineer signs and seal s the entire set of engineering plans. Because the
electrical engineer is not competent in the practice of mechanical engineering, they may not sign the mechani-
cal plans. THISIS AVIOLATION OF STATE STATUTES. (If the mechanical portion of the project had
been subcontracted to a mechanical professional engineer, the mechanical professional engineer must sign
and seal the mechanical portion of the set of plans prior to submitting them to the electrical engineer.)

Before you sign and seal, check the law and rules regarding signing and sealing.

Oklahoma Satutes, Title 59, Section 475.15 Certificates of registration - I ssuance - Seal - Intern enroll-
ment card

... C. Each registrant hereunder must, upon registration, obtain a seal, the design and use of which are
described below. 1t shall be unlawful for aregistrant to affix, or permit his seal to be affixed, to any docu-
ment as listed below after the expiration or revocation of a certificate or for the purpose of aiding or abetting
any other person to evade or attempt to evade any provision of Section 475.1 et seqg. of thistitle.

1. Theseal shall be arubber stamp, an electronically digitized seal, or ametal impression seal. When-
ever the seal is applied, the registrant’s original signature and date of signature shall be written adjacent to or
across the seal. No further words or wording are required. A facsimile signature or electronically digitized
signature will not be acceptable.

2.  Theseal and dated signature shall be placed on all final specifications, land surveys, reports, plats,
drawings, plans, design information and cal culations whenever presented to a client or any public or govern-
mental agency.

3. Thesed shall be placed on al originals, tracings or other reproducible documents and shall be
signed and dated by the registrant in such a manner that the seal, signature and date will be legible when
reproduced. The application of the registrant’s dated signature to the sealed document shall constitute certifi-
cation that the work thereon was done by the registrant or under the registrant’s direct supervision or control.

4. Inthe case where multiple registrants are involved, each sheet in a set of drawings shall contain the
seal and dated signature of the registrant responsible for that portion of the work.

5. Inthecaseof afirm, at least one sheet shall also show the name of firm, the firm's Certificate of
Authorization number, and the renewal date of the Certificate of Authorization. The registrant in responsible
charge of the project for the firm shall sign, seal and date the title page or first page.

6. Inthe case where the work consists of aletter or report, or a permanently bound set of calculations
or specifications, the registrant is only required to sign, seal and date the first page, title page or signature
page.

7. Inno case shall aregistrant allow his seal to be placed on any work that is not under his direct

With the amended rule, a diding scale was devel oped to allow reinstatement for 180 days,
with an adjustment to the reinstatement penalty. The penalty is now $50 for 1-90 days, $100 for 91-120
days, and $150 for 121-180 days. This appliesto individual registrations and firms. Please note: Even
though you are allowed to reinstate your registraiton, practicing your profession without a current

registration (during the reinstatement period) is a violation of state statutes.

supervision or control, nor shall aregistrant sign, seal or date any work not under his direct supervision or
control. In the case of aregistrant checking and sealing the work of an out-of-state registrant, direct supervi-
sion or control shall include having complete dominion and control of the design. In such cases, the registrant
of the state in which the work is to be used shall perform a complete check of the design and shall retain
possession of the signed, dated and sealed reproducible documents, along with complete signed, dated and
sealed design calculations, indicating al changesin the design. . . .

Oklahoma Administrative Code Title 245:15-17-2 Use of Seal

(@) The application of the registrant’s signature and date to a sealed document shall constitute certification
that the work thereon was done by the registrant or under the registrant’s responsible charge and that the
registrant accepts full responsibility and liability for the professional work represented thereon. Authorized
use of the prescribed seal isan individual act. The registrant is responsible for its security at all times. The
registrant shall permit no other person or entity to use the prescribed seal. The seal shall be affixed to docu-
ments and instruments only during the time the registrant’s registration is current and in good standing.

(b) Registrants must affix their seal, signature and date to drawings which reflect work for which the regis-
trant hasresponsible charge. In the case when multiple registrants are involved, each sheet in a set of draw-
ings shall contain the seal, signature and date of the registrant responsible.

(c) Inthe case of bound documents, registrants must affix their seal, signature and date to the cover sheet or
index page, which identifies all documents bound together for which the registrant has responsible charge. In
the absence of covers and index pages each documents must have the seal, and dated signature of the regis-
trant who has responsible charge. For bound documentsinvolving multiple registrants, either each document
in the bound set must be sealed, signed and dated by the registrant in responsible charge for that portion of the
work, or the cover sheet or index page must be sealed, signed and dated by each registrant with a breakdown
of responsibility for each document clearly identified.

(d) Inthe case when the work consists of aletter or report prepared by a single registrant, the registrant need
only seal, sign and date only the first page, title page or signature page of the document.

(e) The Statute, 59 O.S., Sections 475.1 et seg. and Rules of the Board in this Chapter describe the use of the
seal of theregistrant. The seal, signature and date shall be placed on all final engineering and land surveying
documents. Inlieu of sealing, signing and dating each copy of the work, the seal, signature and date shall be
placed on originals, tracings, or other reproducible documents by the registrant in such a manner that when
the originals, tracings, or other reproducible documents are reproduced the seal, signature and date will be
legible.

(f) Work of apreliminary nature, submitted to obtain comments and not for formal approval, shall be clearly
marked with the following statement: “This document is preliminary in nature and is not afinal, signed and
sealed document”. . . .
